I think it’ll help you all understand it better and feel more comfortable in approving it. 
Some of you might be wondering why we have to do it in the first place, and really it’s a courtesy to our taxpayers. It also helps us in the budgeting process of projecting what we need and where you as a board want to steer us. I’ll go into more detail later about the actual Resolution.

NON-BUDGETED FUNDS

Trustees must adopt a budget in order to spend money.

There are two types of funds in school finance – budgeted & non budgeted. The difference is that the trustees must approve the budgets of the funds on the left in order for the District to have spending authority. The funds have different sources of revenue – Budgeted funds are funded primarily with tax levy money, whereas non-budget funds come from miscellaneous sources we’ll go through later – BUT with these non-budget funds spending authority is limited to the cash balance on hand. I say “on hand” because there is a difference between budget authority and cash



BUDGET AUTHORITY VS CASH

• The actual amount of money you have on 
hand in the bank to spend. 

• Why is there a difference?

• Not everyone pays their tax bill on time, or at all, 
which means the amount you budgeted may not 
equal the amount of revenue you actually receive.

• There will most likely always be some protested 
taxes.

• If at the close of the fiscal year, budget 
authority remains and the District has 
adequate cash balance, those funds may be 
“reappropriated” for the next year’s budget. 

• Budget amounts are estimates of what you 
intend to receive in revenue and what you 
intend to spend to operate the school for 
the year. The school may spend less than the 
adopted budget, but must never spend more, 
regardless of cash balance.

• 20-9-133, MCA:

• Trustees must formally approve an expenditure 
budget in order to spend money during the fiscal 
year.

• Total expenditures made during the year must be 
within the approved budget.

BUDGET AUTHORITY CASH

When spending from these funds, we have to consider both budget authority and cash on hand. Budget authority is the amount the trustees approve as the final budgeted amount each year in the budgeted funds. We can spend less than the budget, but we can NEVER spend more. Cash is how much money we actually have in the bank – this could be more or less than the budgeted amount depending on what time of the year it is and what our expenditure are for a given month. The Revenue sources that fill these funds could be behind where the District is spending wise in the year. 
REFERENCE SLIDE OF WHY. –add state payments in Nov & May.
At the end of the year, you may be done spending but have some budget authority left over. If your cash balance is more or equal to the remaining budget authority, you can do what we call “reappropriate” those monies. Reappropriating means that you take that “left over” money and use it to fund next year’s budget, which coincidedly lower’s the taxpayer requirement. If, after you reappopriate that remaining budget authority and still have cash left, you can “reserve” that money, which can not be used to lower the taxpayer requirement, but can be used as extra cash in the bank to give some cushion to the fund balance in case of protested taxes, etc.

This slide shows the history of Cascade’s collected taxes. As you can see, our District is fairly consistent in what we collect, and we also don’t have a big deficit, which means we are most always able to spend our entire budgeted amount.

Now I want to go through a more detailed breakdown of each fund -  what it’s used for, where revenue comes from, what we spend it on, and how we see it changing for the upcoming year. 
The most used and diverse fund (which is also most regulated and complex) is the General Fund. This fund is used for the basic operations of the school district. It is funded through……

State GTB is the portion our district gets of the statewide general tax base subsidized budget area. It’s calculated through a long complex formula that you probably don’t care much about and I’m not expert enough to explain. But essentially, it is the district’s portion of state tax revenue.

These chart show the revenue projections of our EL & HS general funds for 2020 compared to current year. You can see that our elementary fund is increasing by $75,313.58. This is due to the increase in enrollment in our elementary. The allowable amount the district is able to budget is based off ANB – Average Number Belonging – which is essentially a dollar amount assigned to each pupil counted in the fall semester of the previous year. As the enrollment increases, the amount per each additional student actually decreases. 

In the High School, our enrollment is declining, which has affected our budget amount. We will be losing $33,947.15 from the high school general fund next year. 

You can see at the bottom there what the impact of this will be on the taxpayers. Something I’d like to mention or explain here is that when I went though and created this resolution and calculated our budget projections for next year, I figured the worst case scenario for all of them. I assumed that we would spend our budget’s to 0 and not have any money to reappapropriate for the next year. This is almost never the case though – when we get to the end of the year and I wrap up the books, I will be able to see how much money we actually have left over and that will help with tax relief for the actual budget. But, I would rather guess high on these prelims and be able to show lower actuals than vice versa. So as we’re going through these, please keep that in mind. What you see on here, so most likely not going to be what you see in August when the final budget is proposed to the board and adopted.

In school finance, expenditures are broken down into these 8 categories. (list) 
Salaries – all personnel with the exception of bus drivers
Benefits – insurance, workers comp, sick/vacation leave payout, unemployment, retirement
300 – Conference registration, professional development, auditor fees
400-599 – Utilities, travel costs, maintenance services
600 – curriculum, books, athletics, maintenance, administration
700 – property & equipment over 5000 classified as capital assets
800 – Dues & Fees -  SAM, MREA, MHSA, MASBO, MTSBA

This chart shows the breakdown of our EL & HS general fund expenditures. You can see that the bulk of this fund goes to Salaries and Benefits. I have found that our district that is a little high compared to others our size – not in the actual compensateton to each individual employee, but high in the amount that our overall budget goes to those 100 & 200 expenditures. – A lot of employees and high insurance contributions.

We do not plan on changing the transportation budget next year at all. The high school shows a difference, because we had funds left over at the end of the year that we reappropriated. In the elementary, we also had funds left over, but we moved those into the interlocal, which we also did in the high school, but there were funds encumbered that we ended up not using after we had made the interlocal transfer, so instead of moving those too, we reappropriated. But the bottom line budget will remain the same in both.

Last year I lowered the bus depreciation funds quite significantly to get all buses on a good rotation of depreciated time, which I’ll show you in the next slide, as well as for some tax payer relief. This is what the levy amounts will be to continue on with that schedule. This is probably the easiest and safest place to lower tax levies for some relief, as long as we always have enough money in there to be able to purchase a new bus if something should happen.

So these spreadsheets are how we calculate the year’s bus depreciation levy. You can depreciate a max of 20% per year on a bus, or anything below that amount. You can see on the right hand side of the tables the amount of years each bus has left. Now just because we depreciate the bus to the full 150% of the purchase value, does not mean we need to replace the bus. It just means we can no longer levy additional funds for the replacement of that bus. Now like I said, this is the area where I can lower the amounts of the levy – this is the MAX I would levy these buses for next year. They can be lowered and we will talk about that in the future while we are doing the final budget. Some things we do need to think about though is keeping the fleet on a schedule like this. The schedule I have set up now is for one or two buses to full depreciate a year. Damon said we could move this to every 2 years and be okay. But again, we always need to leave enough money in there to buy a bus in case of an emergency. Another thing, the MCI is due to depreciate in 2 years. We all know it has had some issues recently, so thinking about replacing that in the next few years is something you may want to start considering. They aren’t cheap, so it would be better to start gradually building that bus deprecation fund up than levying a huge amount in one year to reach the fund balance to purchase. It would be a much softer impact on the taxpayers.

This shows what our bond payments are for the next year (includes interest). The contingency you see there is a relatively new thing OPI has allowed school districts to budget for. A few years ago, the district was only able to budget and levy for the exact dollar amount of your principal and interest on your bond. But they realized that when budgeting for the exact amount, some districts couldn’t make their entire bond payment because all of their tax revenue wasn’t collected in time or at all, so they didn’t have the cash to pay their bond. The are now allowing districts to levy a contingency of up to $15K I believe to account for that project tax revenue deficit. The cool thing about this is, that like in our case, we collect all of our tax revenue, we have a bit of extra cash left over after our bond payment that we can roll over to the next year. In the last year of our bond, our payment is only $132K combined EL & HS, so the relief taxpayers feel will be pretty significant, dropped from those normal bond amounts, plus some cush from the contingency.
